Summer Camp Information for 2008

Wear comfortable clothes and proper shoes(NO sandals OR  Flip Flops!!!!) 
Sunscreen, sunglasses and a cap are recommended. Please avoid sun burns!!!!!!
Bring a three ring flexible notebook the first day to camp
New Shoes - cost is $32 -  order during band camp
Used Shoes - cost is $15 - selection is limited. May be purchased during band 
camp.
Gloves - cost is $3, clarinet 1/3 finger gloves are $4 - purchase during band camp
All instruments require a music lyre. Cost varies per instrument.

LHS Red Garment Bag $15. All uniforms MUST be transported in a garment bag.

The shoes we use will cost $32 new or $15 used. It is required the we wear this uniform brand of 
shoe. Judges and the public ÒfrownÓ on different shades and styles of foot apparel. We will be 
sizing the new shoes during the Band Camp if you need. Please wear a pair of Òclean socksÓ for 
sizing. You will also need to order your gloves during camp. We are offering each member the 
opportunity to purchase his/her ÒOfficialÓ Lincoln High Band garment bag made of 200 denier 
Dupont nylon with Polyurethane coating to provide maximum waterproof protection. They are red 
and have our band logo imprinted on them. You must always transport your uniform in a 
garment bag!!

All checks for these items should be made out to: Lincoln High Band Boosters. The band 
uniform MUST be transported in a quality garment bag.

There will be a $20 deposit on your students uniform. This is to ensure the return of the complete 
uniform, including hanger, at check in time. It can and will be used to defray the costs of cleaning 
damage to your students uniform. Please understand that you are responsible for any and all 
damage above and beyond the $20 deposit as well as the return of the complete uniform. Wearing 
the Lincoln High School Band uniform is a point of pride. Its display and care should be respectful 
at all times.

Flute players will need to use a music lyre called the ÒFLUTIST’S FRIEND.Ó  

Regarding all other players, take your instrument with you to the music store when purchasing your 
lyre. Reed players will need to use plastic-coated reeds for marching season. They last longer and 
sound a little louder on the field. Remember, plastic coated - NOT plastic. It is recommend that 
trombone players should now be playing on a Bach 6 1/2 A.L. mouthpiece and trumpet players at 
least a Bach 3C mouthpiece. Clarinets, Vandorn B-45, Altos and Tenors the Selmer C*.

Have ALL repairs on your instrument completed in early summer BEFORE Band Camp. Please 
take care of repairs NOW before the shops become busy as fall approaches.

For repairs we recommend: Brad Obbink 489-6522 and/or Dietze South 434-7452

The Code of Conduct contract will need to be carefully read, by both student and parent(s), then 
returned to Lincoln High School by July 16. Be sure to share information in this letter with parents 
and as needed, with your employer. Keeping an organized schedule can and will avoid conflicts. 



Please make sure you have checked your personal/family calendars before signing the contract as 
absences directly affect the entire bandÕs performance and contest results. Work is NEVER 
considered an excused absence. Notwithstanding emergency situations, a students grade will be 
lowered at least one grade, minimum, for any unauthorized absence. You are very important to the 
bands continued success.

Make sure you follow all guidelines and deadlines for the booster information. Not doing so 
causes many problems for those who are trying to help you!!

Again this year will be a personal contract for using school instruments that will be signed by the 
student and their parent(s)/guardian. This is to see that school instruments are not abused and if 
they are, the cost is to the user. This does not include natural wear and tear on and instrument. This 
is to cover student abuse and neglect.

IÕve been asked to pass on this information from Mr. Gatzemeyer on parking during band camp. 
Please read and adhere to this request. 

Summer band clinics and other band activities -- Please ask students to enter the building using the 
west Johnson hallway doors; using the west sidewalk (have students watch for construction 
equipment and be cautious).
* Students must park in the north parking lot or the student lot south of Randolph street. * The 
south parking lot (directly south of the building) is scheduled to be removed ASAP -- weather 
permitting for well drilling.
* The east parking lot will be used by staff/coaches and construction -- not for students.  The east 
doors will remain locked.

Addendum
Cost of Band

In the past, five years ago to be exact, we were in a position where we needed to charge a ÒfeeÓ for 
a lack of a better term to participate in marching band. The reason for this is the show costs money. 
A large amount of money. With the recent budget fiasco, we are in even worse shape than ever.

If we are to continue the successes weÕve had in the past we must stay the course of how the show 
is presented. Lincoln Public Schools provides literally no money to any of the high schools to do 
this. Therefore if we are to continue to be one of the top marching bands in the state, we must find 
means in  which to finance our operations. 

The music is written/arranged by a professional, the drill is written by a professional, the drumline 
technician, the flag technician, defray part of the cost for the out of town marching contest, to cover 
the surface. Even with all of this I have kept the cost of the show as low as possible as other 
schools in the city and state do spend substantially more than we do. 

To sum this all up, the ÒfeeÓ is $50 per student which can be taken care of in a variety of ways. 
The easiest is the Gold Cards we annually sell. Sell 10 cards, you are done. Cards sold over that 
amount will go into the studentsÕ band account and can be used for future activities. A family may 
opt to simply write a check to the LHS Band for $50. The third option would be a combination. If 
you profit $25 from Gold Cards, you may write a check for the balance. 

The budget I was given 25 years ago has not increased over the years. In fact it has gone down 
substantially. This was especially so when the two new high schools opened it was decreased again. 
Think of the inflation factor since 1984!!!!

This is nothing I am pleased with. But I also know that everyone over the years has enjoyed and 
relished in the success the band has had. I know we all want this to continue well into the future. 
With your help and understanding, it will continue. 

For students in the ÒDrum LineÓ:  Aside from the music and drill, the largest expense to the 
marching band is the drum line. Sticks, heads, carriers, practice/stadium stands and drum line Tech. 
This all adds up to an expense that is now exceeding our budget. We provide all equipment for 
percussionists. With few exceptions, the rest of the students provide their own instruments. To sum 
it up, those in the drum line will need an extra $25 ÒActivity FeeÓ.
